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Care instructions
I Do not force the rise and fall movement when it gets to the end.
I Be careful of keeping all shifting elements clean.

I Regularly clean the camera's rail with compressed air and paper, to remove dust,
sand etc.

I Do not force the shift and tilt movements, make sure you have completely
unlocked the locking knobs before using the tilt and swing controls.

The precision of each movement of the camera is adjustable by mean of microscrews,
see the following pictures showing where to find the microsrews for each movement:

The Flexicam camera uses lenses mounted in shutter and bayonet fitting. The lens

attachment is made by combining the two reference red dots and then rotating the lens

clockwise until the locking. To remove the lens, press the unlocking button 02 and rotate

the lens anticlockwise.
